Hedso said, "What? know ye not that your body is the temple of the Holy
Soirit which is in you, which ye have of God, and ye are not your own: For ye are bought with a
price: therefore glorify God in your body, and in your spirit, which are God's."

and "Jesus Chrigtisinyou . . ." (Il Corinthians 13:5).

God's Word conclusively testifies that when you are BORN AGAIN, the Lord Jesus, asthe Holy
Spirit, actually comesto livein your body.

Failure to redize that Chrigt livesin you will result in discouragement and defeat. If you think of
Christ smply being near you, rather than living in you, your constant efforts will be to get closer to
Him, or to get Him closer to you.

What is a "witness'? A witness tels what he has seen and heard, what he has
experienced. Christ has not asked you to be alawyer who argues, or a salesman who sdls, but a
witness who shares.

Persona witnessing isthe only way this world will ever know about our precious Lord.
Many unsaved will never be saved unless someone goes into their homes and shares Christ with
them.

It was said of the Chrigtians in Rome that their faith was "spoken of throughout the
whole world" (Romans 1:8); and of the Thessdonians, "...the Word of the Lord sounded forth
fromyou...everywhere." (I Thessalonians 1:8).

These men and women had been with Jesus and the world took notice of the great
difference it made. They turned the world upside down or right side up (Acts 4:13). Do your
friends take notice that you have been with Jesus?

Jesus sad, "Followme, and | will make you fishers of men." (Matthew 4:19).

Chrigt's command is to follow Him in an obedient life. As you do, He promises to
make you afisher of men.

Y ou witness by what you do as wel as what you say. At home, at work, or school,
there should be something about you that is different -- kindness, love, patience, honesty,
congderation, sincerity, a cooperative spirit.
