Special Day Prayer Guide

Give each person a blank sheet of paper and pen. Ask them to draw an outline of a heart with an arrow
through it. Inside the heart, write your address/email address, your phone number and your birth date.
Write a specific prayer request on the arrow. Exchange these hearts with people in your group as a
promise to pray for one another during the rest of the year. As you pray, be sensitive to the Holy
Spirits leadership. Be diligent to write down other Scriptures or insights that He gives you. You can use
these Scripture prayers by yourself or you can use them in your group.

MONDAY: SERVANT LIFE

Father, | ask You to strengthen the Ministers and Widows who have served you faithfully through the
years. Give them the courage and the boldness to stand for You. Supply them with all that they need to live
and stand for You. Pour out Your Holy Spirit on them. Draw them into a more intimate relationship with
Yourself. (Acts 1-4). Pray for Baptist Nursing Fellowship; and the promotion of WMU Special Day.

TUESDAY: THE EXAMPLE OF JESUS CHRIST
Father, show me what | must do to reach . Reveal to me anything and everything

that You want me to do for . O God, my hearts desire is to see him/her turn to
You. Show me what | must do to effectively minister to him/her. | will do whatever You lead me to do.
(Matthew 20:28) Pray for Emergency Missionary Needs. Area WMU Work; and Scholarships.

\XEDNESDAY: MENTORING

Pray Galatians 4:6 and Ephesians 5:18. The Holy Spirit is the One who enables us to pray. He lives inside
each of us, empowering us to pray. Pray today specifically for the lost in your community. Pray for the one
you need to bring along side of you as you minister in HIS name. Pray for Missionary Appointees; MK
Love Gifts & Ministries; Missionary Parents and Mississippi Missionaries — the missionaries at home
and around the world to yield to His power so that they can mentor others to intercede for those who
need Jesus.

Spirit of the Living God; fill me with Your power so that | can pray powerfully for the lost. Holy Spirit, |
plead unto you to teach me how to pray for the lost so that | can join you in your work at home and
around the world. In the powerful name of Jesus, | pray.

THURSDAY: PERSONAL LIFE

Father, | pray in the name of Jesus that You will use my personal life as a beacon for you. Use me to build
our church to be on mission.

(Matthew 5:1-17) | pray that we would be missionaries with a heart for an unreached people group. Place
a burden on the hearts to reach out to and win this nation for the Lord Jesus Christ. Equip me and send
me into my world so that a harvest can be reaped for You. (Matthew 9:35-37) Pray (Hebrews 13:21) for
other state conventions that may need WMU Assistance.

FRIDAY: RELATIONSHIPS

Pray that your WMU leaders will listen as He speaks specifically to them about the needs and situations of
the churches, association and state. Pray that the result of His speaking to them will result in their obedi-
ence to His voice.

Help us to share that all Scripture is God-breathed and is useful for teaching,
rebuking, correcting and training in righteousness, so that the man of God may be thoroughly equipped
for every good work.
