Host a party to introduce an MK to other college students or your church group.

Provide school supplies, canned food, quarters and laundry items, gift/phone cards, or other items needed
by college students.

Prepare a “snack pack” during exam weeks, a Christmas gift, or just a “happy” that says you care.

e Invite MKs over for a home cooked meal, to wash clothes, watch television or just hang out.

e Pray - Communicate with an MK through cards, email, or phone calls to discover specific prayer requests.
